Reading

 Say aloud what they are going to write about and compose a sentence

 Write down ideas and/or key words, including new vocabulary.

Number — Multiplication and Division 

 Solve one-step problems involving multiplication and 
division, by calculating the answer using concrete 
objects, pictorial representations and arrays with the 
support of the teacher. 

 Count in jumps of 2, 5 and 10. 
 

Number — Place Value to 100 

 Count to and past 100, forwards and backward 
starting from any number. 

 Count and read number to 1-00 in numerals. 

Maths—Year 2 
 

Number—Multiplication and Division  
 Count forward and backwards in jumps of 2, 3 

and 5 from 0 and in 10s from any number. 
 Find and show numbers using different equip-

ment such as number lines and number squares. 
 Read and write numbers up to 100 in numbers. 
 Remember and use multiplication and division 

facts for the 2, 5 and 10 times tables and recog-
nise odd and even numbers 

 Answer multiplication and division problems 
within the tables using x, ÷ and =. 

 Show that multiplying 2 numbers can be done in 
any order but division cannot. 

 Answer questions involving multiplication and 
division mentally and with objects. 

 Answer questions involving multiplication and 
division using arrays and repeated addition. 

 Solve multiplication and division word problems 
with  more than one step 

Statistics 

 Read and draw simple pictograms, tally charts, 
block diagrams and simple tables. 

 Ask and answer questions in each category and 
sorting the categories by quantity. 

 Ask and answer questions about totally and 
comparing group data.
