We understand that times are hard for everyone, so please do not feel any pressure to donate anything or more
than you can spare- even one tin of beans or soup would be a real blessing to someone. We are trying to encourage
our children to remember that generosity blesses the one who gives as well as receives. It is easier to give out of
abundance, but the reward to both the person who receives and the person who gives, usually comes when giving is
a conscious choice that we have really had to think about. However, as | have said above, we appreciate that for
some, donating food, is just not possible right now and that is absolutely OK! We would just love for you to join with
us and your children to celebrate Harvest.

There are suggested items for the food bank below, if you do feel you can donate:

Cereal, tinned meat products, tinned ready meals, tinned desserts, tinned pies, tinned vegetables, soup, beans,
spaghetti, dried pasta and rice, fruit squash, long life milk, sugar, coffee, tea bags, biscuits, crisps, cup/pot noodles,
cooking oil and condiments (ketchup, mayonnaise etc).
