Taking staff away from the room
at other times to accommodate late arrivals or early departures affects the provision of quality care and education
for all children. Our staff members work diligently to create a nurturing and stimulating environment for your child,
and their presence is invaluable during scheduled session times.

We understand that unforeseen circumstances may arise from time to time, causing delays or early departures. In
such cases, we kindly request that you notify us in advance whenever possible so that we can make
accommodations. If you arrive at school outside of these session times you may have to wait at reception until a staff
member is available.
